Accommodations: 

Successful applicants, will be required to arrange their own accommodations for the institute. Special arrangements have been made with St. Vladimir Institute residence, a male/female student residence for students pursuing post-secondary education for both undergraduate and graduate students. The residence is centrally located in downtown Toronto – adjacent to the University of Toronto, minutes from The Royal Conservatory of Music, Ryerson University, George Brown College, OCAD University, Randolph Academy for the Performing Arts, and other institutions.

Successful Summer Institute students wishing to apply for a room will receive the application form. Arrangements for accommodations should be made directly with St. Vladimir Institute. 

· An intensive immersion into Ukrainian art songs – the language, poetic realm, musical style, socio-historical context and performance practice – culminating in a final recital for the public. 
· Students will leave this intensive one-week program of master classes, with rich insight into repertoire, style, diction, and poetry, and with the invaluable confidence to perform these songs in future. 
· Students will be presented with a book of the scores of all 32 Ukrainian art songs that will be rehearsed throughout the week and performed at the open concert. Each student will perform four songs during the final concert.  
· Each student is required to start the program, having learned four assigned art songs from memory. Throughout the week, the faculty will create and choregraph a dramatic performance that will stir the final recital audience. Students will return home with a clear understanding of how to express a song, no matter what form, no matter what language.
